DINOSAUR PLANET

week 3 Develop

In the Develop Stage, the children will extend their knowledge about dinosaurs and related discoveries.

Develop
History

The children will use their research skills to learn about the life of Mary
Anning and her knowledge of fossils and dinosaurs. They will learn why she is
a significant individual and how she helped to develop our understanding of
dinosaurs and fossils. The children will also learn about recent dinosaur
discoveries. They will develop the skill of note taking so they can prepare to
retell the events of her life.

English
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The children will review and build upon their phonic
knowledge during daily Phonics sessions. They will read
factual texts about Mary Anning’s life and write a fact file
using the information they have found out. They will recall the
story ‘Stone Glrl, Bone Girl’, a text about Mary Anning’s life
and write a recount of the events in their own words.

Mental Maths - The children will apply their mental recall of number facts to
solve problems involving each of the four number operations.

The children will apply their maths skills to solve a range of problems involving
the four operations, using images to explain their ideas and provide reasoning
for their solutions. They will also explore how they can use more than one
method to check their answers.

They will learn how to use positive
problem-solving techniques to resolve disagreements and demonstrate these
within the session.

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The children will create their own dinosaur songs, co-operating in small
groups to devise words for their dinosaur themed song. They will consider
how to add dinosaur sounds to their song using instruments.
